2. Print to Braille with Unified English Braille Update - course for the experienced braillist who has completed the Mastering Literary Braille course to update to UEB. 5 weeks - September 25, 2014 to October 23, 2014.
3. Mastering Literary Braille – required for transcribing for students Grade 7-12. (27 Lessons – by correspondence)
